ANNUAL SURVEY OF THE CUMBRIAN COAST 2004
Report by the Chief Fishery Officer
1 Purpose of the report
1.1
To inform Members that the 11th annual ecological survey of the 11 sites chosen as representative of the rocky foreshores along the Cumbrian coastline was again undertaken by Dr Jane Lancaster during periods of suitable tidal conditions between 1st June and 5th August 2004.

3 Detail
3.1
The survey is intended to give an overview of the shore life and physical features of the coastline, to provide information on natural changes and to act as an early warning system to any possible damage to the ecosystem that may occur due to pollution or any other disturbance by man.
3.2
The report on the survey is presented in a similar format to that of past years’, with a detailed list of species and abundance rating supported by a general discussion of each site.
3.3 The report clearly indicates Dr Lancaster found that the beaches and foreshores along the Cumbrian coast continue to be in a healthy state.  It is particularly pleasing to note that the Moss Bay survey site continues to recover from the poor situation recorded in previously, also that there has again been a further slight improvement in the area around the Byerstead Fault.
